We are a market where individuals work in a consensual spirit respecting others. Vendors of the Temagami Community Market believe in creating as well as selling products. We celebrate and support all local talent, and promote an environment of creativity, openness, and cooperation. Instead of competing with each other, we encourage vendors to appreciate those around them, and are encouraged to buy from one another.
Policies for the Temagami Community Market

Community Market
The day-to-day conduct, operation, and coordination of the Temagami Community Market shall be governed according to the following rules and regulations. Exception to these policies may occur, at the discretion of the board, if they find the exception to be in the best interest of the Temagami Community Market.

Clarifications


Herein, 
Market refers to the Temagami Community Market

Board refers to the Board of Directors for the Temagami Community Market
Director refers to a member of the board
Member refers to any member of the Temagami Community Market (vending and supporting)

Vendor refers to a person who sells a product at the Market

Daily fee is the fee charged to vendors for each market they attend;

Reserved space is a prepaid reserved 6 ft table space at each market

Local or locally means within the municipality, and its connecting Northern Ontario regions.

Market Day
Section 1 – Membership, Fees and Stall Space

1.0 All vendors must be a member of the market and are responsible for staffing their own tables. Space and membership of the market shall be paid as follows:

Children’s (under the age of 18) membership fee…………………………...$10.00

Extra display space – over 6 ft……………………………………………… $10.00

1.1 All annual fees are due in full on or before the 1st of June, for each consecutive year. Daily Market fees are to be collected at sign in, before the beginning of each market. Reserved space fees, are due no later than May 1st  of the given year. 

Daily fees for shared spaces are based on membership status of the individuals sharing.
Section 2 – General Conduct

In keeping with the spirit of togetherness at the Market, all members/vendors are expected to treat one another and customers with courtesy and respect at all times. 

2.0 Vendors are responsible for maintaining a tidy table space, and surrounding area at all times. They are responsible for clearing all litter in and around their space at the end of each market. They are also responsible for limiting the amount of waste they produce at their booth, including limiting the amount of packaging, and recycling all items that can be recycled.
 
2.1 Out of respect of others, there shall be no badgering of the public. 

2.2. In consideration to Market performers and your fellow vendors, the playing of any live or recorded music must be pre-approved by the director. 

2.3 The board, may prohibit any person from renting a table space, and may ask an individual to leave if they fail to abide by the policies. 

2.4 Vendors are responsible to assisting in setting up and taking down their booth tables, and any equipment used at the beginning and end of every Market. 

2.5 The board has the authority to withdraw the membership of any member who refuses to follow the policies. The vendor in question will be given the opportunity to appeal the decision by written response to the Board within 60 days of being notified of the withdrawal of their membership.  Membership fees will not be returned. 

2.6 Since the Market is a family oriented event, individuals promoting any form of prejudice such as; homophobia, racism, and sexism are not welcome and will be required to remove themselves and their belongings from the market immediately. 

2.7 -Vendors must arrive at the Market by 8:30 AM on Market day; a $5 fine will be issued for late arrivals or no show without prior notice. After 9:00 AM the director in charge shall have the right to rent his/her booth to another person for the duration of that particular day. The manager shall not, by such action, be deemed to have condone the Vendor's absence, and the Vendor remains responsible for the fee pertaining to that day. All Vendors MUST check in with the Director in charge on arrival. 
2.8 All Vendors must stay until the closing of each Market event, unless previously arranged with the Director in charge for that event. Failure to comply will result in a $5.00 fine. 
2.9 To ensure a full and vibrant market, the director must know in advance which vendors will be attending. Notice of cancellation of a reserved space must take place NO LATER THAN 10am Friday. Except in an emergency, a member with a reserved space who fails to notify the director of their absence may lose the reserved space. 


2.10 The board reserves the right to limit the number of vending memberships and reserved spaces. The board will use its discretion to balance the types of products and services at the Market and give preference to local vendors and existing members. 


2.11 The Market shall take place between 9:00am-1:00pm on Saturdays each week from July to the beginning of September. A whistle will blow when the market opens, and closes. All market sales to customers must take place ONLY within this time frame. Vendors are permitted to sell to other vendors outside of these times.

2.12 Set up begins no later than 8:30am and vendors must have their site cleared by 3:00pm of market day. 

2.13 Vendors must remove all vehicles not included in the Market to the appropriate spot designated by the Director in charge. 

2.14 Vendors agree to accept full responsibility for any loss, damage or accident occurring at the Market as a result of negligence or willful default on the part of the Vendor. Vendors should also contact their Insurance Agent relative to their participation in the Market.
2.15  All vendors will be responsible for obtaining their own insurance (if desired).
2.16  All Vendors shall label their produce clearly by type and price.
2.17  Each Vendor is responsible for: 
a) Bringing his/her own display tools
b) Bringing his/her own recycling garbage can/box.
c) Bringing his/her own containers (baskets, bags, boxes, etc.)
d) Bringing his/her own cash box and change
Section 3 - Policies for Community Groups and services
3.0 A maximum of one space will be reserved for community tables at each market. This is for organizations who in some way contribute to the environmental, social, or cultural health of the community.

3.1 Attendance at each market much be pre-booked. Priority will be to those who have not yet participated in the Market within that calendar year. 

3.2 The promotion of political, religious or other perspectives is strictly prohibited.
 

3.3 The Board will have full discretion in deciding which community groups can participate, when and to what extent. 

Sales of Products and Services

Section 4- General Sale of Products
4.0 Vendors are permitted to sell the following; hand-crafted items, local food, groceries and baked goods, local art, antiques, and small home-based business items, and services (including Avon, and massage.)

4.1 Antiques will be classified as antiques, at the discretion of the board. No second-hand used “yard sale” items will be allowed for sale on the premises. 

4.2 If required, it is the vendors responsibility to obtain and submit all documents required for business registration numbers, as well as the collection and remittance of any provincial or government tax. 

4.3 Because we want you to take pride in your work, and home business, we ask that you refrain from using signs that advertise “sales”, “discounts”, etc. 

4.4 In the event a question arises at the Market in regards to the suitability of a product for sale during the Market, where a quorum of directors is present (3), their consensual agreement as to the suitability of that product will be binding. When such decision has been made, the vendor has a chance to appeal their item at the next Market meeting. 

4.5 All items for sale MUST be reviewed and approved by the board prior to selling. If you wish to bring in a new line of product, you must get the directors approval. 

4.6 Children under the age of 18 are permitted to sell their crafts, at the market, once reviewed by the board. Children will be held in the same standard as adult vendors. Child vendors will be assigned a specific “children’s” area. Children 12 and under are required to have an adult or responsible guardian present to supervise.

The following policies are specific to the following categories. 
 
Section 5 – Craft Policies
The following is a list of policies all vendors selling crafts should be aware of:

5.0 In all items, the handcrafted component must dominate the commercial component, and commercial components must be transformed in a way that makes it unique.

5.1 Items must be original, unique work or design. 

5.2 The starting material must be significantly altered and enhanced by the craftsman.

5.3 The product must meet basic expectations of product life, function, and safety.

The following is a list of policies all vendors selling food should be aware of:

Section 7 – Service Policies
The following is a list of policies all vendors providing service should be aware of:


7.0 Persons who physically manipulate the body may bring an assistant to demonstrate on. For reasons of liability, they may not physically manipulate the bodies of members of the public, unless proof of insurance is provided, and is to be performed by the practitioners whose name is on the proof of insurance.

7.1 Each service provided must be reviewed by the Board before providing services at the Market.  

Section 8 – Small home-based businesses
The following is a list of policies all vendors selling crafts should be aware of:

8.0 Persons who are running a small-home business within the Municipality of Temagami, and surrounding areas, are permitted to sell their products (like Avon) at the Market. 

8.1 These vendors are required to submit proof that you have permission to sell the specific items carried by their home business. (Example; business contract).


8.2 All items sold, MUST be approved by the board prior to sale. 

Organizational Structure

Section 9 – Make-up of the Governing body
9.0 The Temagami Community Market is a non-for-profit society consisting of its members. Members can participate by volunteering for the Board, communicating with the directors and other members, as well as attend meetings. 
9.1 The board consists of four or five members (directors), and are divided into the following titles; President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Community Chair, and Secretary.
9.2 The Board makes decisions by consensus and directors need to make rigorous cooperative effort. 
9.3 The Board of Directors will be the only ones to delegate tasks, and procedures, and on a continual basis support and enforce the policies and by-laws of the Market.

CONSITUTION

Article I: Name
The name of the organization shall be Temagami Community Market.

Article II: Purpose
The purposes of the Market are: 
1) To create an enjoyable family atmosphere, and gathering place displaying togetherness and community participation.
2) In general, encourage, promote, support and celebrate the importance of agriculture, art, and local crafts throughout our communities;

3) To provide a direct sales outlet for handcrafted goods, local art, locally grown produce, and home prepared food and small home businesses in the community; 

4) To provide a meeting place for the considerations, and discussion of questions pertaining to the interest of the society;

5) To maintain, and when possible increase the opportunity for direct sales of locally produced/grown goods to the consumer;

6) To encourage community development, and assist in enhancing the quality of life and rapport, within the community.

Article III: The purpose of the organization shall be carried out without purpose of gain for its members, and any profits or accretions to the Organization shall be used for promoting and enhancing its purposes.

Article IV: In the event of winding up or the dissolution of the organization, funds and assets of the organization remaining after the satisfaction of its debts and liabilities shall be given or transferred to such organization(s) with similar purposes within The Municipality of Temagami, and surrounding communities, as may be determined by the members of the Temagami Community Market Organization at the time of the dissolution provided that such organization be a registered non-for-profit and recognized by Revenue Canada, as being qualified as such under the provisions of the Income Tax Act of Canada from time to time in effect. If effect cannot be given to the mentioned provisions then such funds shall be given or transferred to a suitable level of local government.

Article V: No director shall be remunerated for being or acting as a director, but a director may be reimbursed for all expenses necessarily and reasonable incurred by them while engaging in the affairs of the Organization. 

Article VI: Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6 of the Constitution are unalterable.
